What tokens of love and respect do you offer each other?  

(Rings are presented to/by the couple)  

 

Very good. Now <Groom>, if you would, please place the ring on <Bride>'s finger and 

repeat after me: With this ring, I thee wed. 

 

And <Bride>, if you would, please place the ring on <Groom>'s finger and repeat after 

me: With this ring, I thee wed. 

 

<Bride> and <Groom>, inasmuch as you have consented to be joined together in 

marriage, and having pledged and sealed your vows before God by the giving and 

receiving of rings, it gives me great joy to pronounce that you are now husband and wife.
